2. Before using this product, read all instructions for use carefully and save for future reference
3. To prevent fire, electric shock and personal injury, do not immerse the cord, plug or body in
water or other liquids;
4. This product should not be operated by children or persons with mobility impairments;
except under the close supervision of a competent adult who can ensure that they can
operate it safely.
5. The plug must be removed from the socket when not in use, before installing or removing
parts and before cleaning the machine. To unplug, grasp the plug and pull it from
the electrical outlet, do not pull the power cord to unplug;
6. Do not operate the product if the power cord or plug is damaged, or if the unit malfunctions.
and return the equipment to an approved service center for inspection and repair;

15. This product is designed to be used only for coffee beans that have already been roasted.
Do not use the appliance for any other purpose (e.g. hard seeds, herbs, nuts, etc.)
as this may damage the machine;
16. All machines are rigorously inspected before leaving the factory and tested with coffee beans
for actual grinding, which may result in slight traces of use or coffee residue.
17. When in use, the coffee beans should not exceed the maximum "MAX" scale of the bean box.
18. If the power supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer, its service
department or a professional from a similar department in order to avoid danger.
19. Be care when taking out the conical burr, emptying or cleaning the mixing room

FUNCTION OPERATION

e Power on:
After the machine is connected to the power supply, press the power switch button to turn it on

and enter the self-test. The beep will sound once and the display will be fully lit for one second
and then the default grinding time will be displayed.

¢ Grinding time +/-:
Grinding time adjustment range from 0-60S,
The time is selected within the range of 0~20S,each short press “ # ” increase 0.1S,
as 0.1, 0.2, 0.3~20, hold and press “+ ” ,the time increasing rapidly. On the contrary the same,
each short press “ = ” decrease 0.1S, as 20, 19.9, 19.8~0, hold and press “ = ",
the time decreasing rapidly.

The time is selected within the range of 20~60S, each short press “ + ” increase 1S, as
20, 21, 22, ...60.hold and press “ # ” ,the time increasing rapidly. On the contrary the same,

each short press “ = ” decrease 1S, as 60, 59, 58~0, hold and press “=",
the time decreasing rapidly.

¢ Single cup grinding operation:

Press , the “ Single cup” Q button flashes in orange breathing light

pattern, other lights are always on, and the default time on the display is 8.0S.

Press again“ Single cup” Q® button to start the grinding, the" Single cup” Q button always
on in white color and other light off on control panel ;

The grinder stop the grinding automatically after 8.0S, then “ Single cup” Q button flashes in
orange breathing light pattern,other lights are always on, and the default time on the display
8.0S again.The time will be remembered when next grinding, and the time will still be
remembered even when the power is unplugged.

We can also set the single cup grinding time according to your actual needs.

Press “ Single cup” ® button, the default time 8.0S on the display, can adjust the time by
“4/= " buttons, the adjustment range from 0-30S. Press again the “ Single cup” Q button to
start the grinding in the new setting time ; The new setting time will be remembered when next
grinding, if stop the grinding when working the new setting time can not be remembered,

the machine still remember last grinding time which fully finished;

¢ Double cup grinding operation:

Press “ Double cup” @ button, the “ Double cup”@ button flashes in orange breathing light
pattern,other lights are always on, and the default time on the display is 16S.

Press again “ Double cup” QP button to start the grinding, the “ Double cup” & button always
on in white color and other light off on control panel ;

The grinder stop the grinding automatically after 16S, then “ Double cup” & button flashes in
orange breathing light pattern,other lights are always on, and the default time on the display 16S
again.The time will be remembered when next grinding, and the time will still be remembered
even when the power is unplugged.

We can also set the double cup grinding time according to your actual needs.

Press “ Double cup” &P button, the default time 16S on the display, can adjust the time by
“=/= " buttons, the adjustment range from 0-60S. Press again the “ Double cup” &P button to
start the grinding in the new setting time ; The new setting time will be remembered when next
grinding, if stop the grinding when working the new setting time can not be remembered,

the machine still remember last grinding time which fully finished;

e Manual grinding mode:

Press “ Manual grinding ” {'D button, the “ Manual grinding ” {'D button flashes in orange
breathing light pattern,other lights are always on, and the default time on the display is 1.5S.
Press again “ Manual grinding ” {"9 button to start the grinding, the “ Manual grinding ” {'D
button always on in white color and other light off on control panel ;

The grinder stop the grinding automatically after 1.5S, then “ Manual grinding ” {b button
flashes in orange breathing light pattern,other lights are always on, and the default time on

the display 1.5S again.The time will be remembered when next grinding, and the time will still be
remembered even when the power is unplugged.

We can also set the manual grinding time according to your actual needs.

Press “ Manual grinding ” {'D button, the default time 1.5S on the display, can adjust the time
by “ 4/= " buttons, the adjustment range from 0-3S. Press again the “ Manual grinding "
button to start the grinding in the new setting time ; The new setting time will be remembered
when next grinding, if stop the grinding when working the new setting time can not be
remembered, the machine still remember last grinding time which fully finished;

« Sleeping mode:

After finished grinding without any further operation, after 3 minutes, the beep will sound 3 times
and it will enter sleep mode without any display.In sleep mode, press any key to enter standby
mode.

¢ Memory function:

After setting the single and double cup time, the display will default to the last set time when
the grinder is turned on again.

For example, the last grinding completed was a single cup time, and the default time is
single cup after power on; if the last time was double cup time, the default is double cups when
power is on.
The time will still be remembered even when the power is unplugged or sleep mode.

« Restore factory setting:
Press and hold both “ Double cup” @ and “ Single cup” Q buttons at the same time for 23
to restore factory settings;

¢ On the buzzer beep:
Press and hold both “ #+/= " buttons at the same time for 2S to turn off the buzzer beep sound;

HOW TO REMOVE THE COFFEE BEAN CONTAI

1. Make sure the coffee grinder is unplugged or the On/Off switch is off.
2. Make sure there are no coffee beans in the bean container.
3. Loosen the hand-lock screw counter-clockwise until the bean box can be removed upwards.

NOTE : If there are coffee beans inside the bean container, you need to push the bean
stop plate inward to the end before removing the bean box to prevent
the coffee beans from leaking out.

HOW TO ASSEMBLE THE COFFEE BEAN CONTA

1. Make sure there is no coffee residue inside the machine's flat grinding burr.

If there is any residue, use the provided brush to clean it;
2. Insert the bean box downward into the inner hole of the upper cutter head bracket and
tighten the bean box screw clockwise.

REMOVE AND ASSEMBLE THE PORTAFILTER BRAC

AND PORTAFILTER BLOCK

1. Hexagonal wrench to loosen the screws on the portafilter bracket, the height of the portafilter
bracket can be adjusted up and down and tight screws,to proper height of the portafilter to
better catch the coffee powder.

2. The portafilter bracket and portafilter block can be removed with the hexagonal wrench.

[ NOTE : In order to catch coffee powder by coffee ground jug. }
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COFFEE POWDER COARSENESS ADJUSTMEN

1. The grinder has multiple gears to adjust the coarseness. Turn the dial adjustment ring to
adjust from fine to coarse according to the type of coffee you are brewing.

2. Rotate the coarseness ring (clockwise rotation for fine, counterclockwise rotation for coarse)
to select the appropriate coarseness. Total 100 coarseness setting options.

3. When the number on the scale circle is aligned with the reference point on the top cover,
it represents the coarseness setting selected.

NOTE : In order to adjust the coarseness of the coffee ground more precisely,
it is recommended to rotate the bean cup at the same time to adjust
the coarseness while the machine is starting up.

NOTE : Above info as reference, grinding coarseness should be adjusted
according to actual coffee bean type and taste preference.

CLEANING

Regularly clean the grinding room and the outlet tube will prolong the life of the grinder,
in addition to maintaining serving hygiene.

Take out bean container and coarseness ring, use brush to clean the blades and
grinding room. Clean the outlet tube internally with the brush.
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MAINTENANCE

« In order to preserve the flavor of the coffee and to avoid deterioration of the ground coffee,
empty the ground coffee container after each use.

« Always unplug the grinder from the electrical outlet before cleaning.

« Never insert the power cord or the plug into water.

« Do not use strong detergents or grinding pads to clean the appliance.

« Clean the upper blade assembly with a cleaning brush.

« Carefully clean the inside of the bean container with a damp cloth.

« Place the upper grinding blade assembly in position and rotate clockwise to fit the bean cups
to the desired coarseness.

» Wipe the housing of the appliance with a slightly damp cloth, then dry with a soft, lint-free cloth.

NOTE : in order to assemble the upper blade assembly and coarseness ring in position,
pls make sure there is no coffee residue on the thread of coarseness ring and
grinding room
